When a ransomware
incident oceurs, swift communication
with the FBI could pesitively impact
data recovery efforts. Through victim
engagement, the FBl develops a2
greater understanding of the differ-
ent variants and ransemware groups
to help prevent future attacks.

« Supply chain attacks: A business’
cybarsecurity is only as strong as that
of its trusted vendors. The FBl warns
companies to know that supply chains

are increasingly a point of vulnerabil-
ity for computer intrusions,

“Speed matters when responding to
2n intrusion, as criminals can quickly
destroy network operations, Rapid
notification allows the FBI to quickly
deploy ocur cyber experts to preserve
evidence and work with a company's
incident responders to help recover
their networks," the news release
stated,

The FBI Honolulu Field Office -
Guam Resident Agency advises
that “the most wital step a company
ar organization can take to protect
itself is to implement good cyber-
hygiene practices.”
