south. Sirius is the head of
Canis Major the Big Dog and
that triangle of stars below
Sirius is the Dog’s hind legs.
To the left of Canis Major
and extending south is a
sweep of stars that now
make the constellation Pup-
pis the Stern of the Great
Ship Argo Navis.

Canopus, the second
brightest star, is another
easy find in the southwest.
Canopus is the brightest
and westernmost star of
Carina the Keel of the ship.
The rest of the Keel Jies low
above the southern horizon.
Above the Keel is a ragged
circle of stars that we call
Vela the Sails.

The Great Ship Argo Na-
vis used to be the sky's larg-
est constellation, but it was
broken into smaller pieces to
make stellar navigation
more precise. The parts are
easier to see, however, if you
view them as a single ship.
There's no bow, supposedly
it was lost in the clashing
rocks, and the ship sails si-
lently backwards across our
spring southern skies.

In the missing bow is an

22 awesomestar called Eta Ca-

comedy, then street comedy,
and finally standup.
