RELATIVE TO THE DELEGATION OF AUTHORITY TO THE
EXECUTIVE OFFICER RELATED TO LICENSING

BE IT RESOINED BY THE GUAM BOARD OF NURSE EXAMINERS:

WHEREAS, the Guam Board of Nurse Examiners (GBNE) is charged by law with the
licensure and discipline of nurses, specifically, Licensed Practical Nurse (LPN); Registered Nurse
(RN); Advanced Practice Registered Nurse (APRN): and Certified Nurse Assistant (CNA); and

WHEREAS, there are times when a quorum of the GBNE is unable to meet to review and
grant or deny applications for temporary work permits. licenses and CNA Ceritilication; and

WHEREAS the GBNE has the utmost faith in the abilities of its Executive Officer to
carry out the duties set forth herein; and

WHEREAS, it is the intent of the GBNE to delegate to the Executive Officer the authority
to assist the Board in carrying out its duties tvith regard to approving applications for temporary
work permits and licenses during those times when the GBNE is not in session;

THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED, that the Guam Board of Nurse Examiners delegates
to the Executive Officer, or designee, the authority to:

Review temporary work permit applications and applicant responses to screening questions
and approve applications whose answers or additional information meet the internal staff
guidelines for a temporary work permit as determined by the Board. Internal guidelines
are subject to change.

2. Defer approval of any applications where a disciplinary history exists to the Board for
review and approval.

3. Approve applications for temporary work permits for Certified Nurse Assistant (CNA) that
meet the requirements of 10 GCA § 12315 and 12322; and Article 4 of the GBNE Board
Rules and Regulations.

4. Approve applications for temporary work permits for Licensed Practical Nurse (LPN) that
meet the requirements of 10 GCA § 12315 and 12322; and Article 4 of the GBNE Board
Rules and Regulations.

5. Approve applications for temporary work permits for Registered Nurse (RN) that meet the
requirements of 10 GCA § 12310. 12311. and 12322 and Article 4 of the Board Rules.
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6. Approve applications for temporary work permits for the Advanced Practice Registered
Nurse (APRN) that meet the requirements of 10 GCA § 12313 and 12322, and Article 5
of the Board Rules.

7. Approve applications [or temporary prescriptive authority that meet the requirements of 10
GCA §S 12313 and 12322. and Article 5.7 of the Board Rules.

8. Approve applications for Military Limited Volunteer Nursing license to a nurse (RN. LPN,
APRN) that meet the requirements of 10 GCA § 12322(e).

9. Approve applications for licensure and certification renewals

10. Submit appropriate information in NURSYS and the National Practitioner Data Bank.

Ii. Participate in disciplinary investigation process.

BE IT ENACTED BY THE PEOPLE OF GUAM:

2 Section 1. § 9141 of Chapter 9, Title 22, Guam Code Annotated, is hereby

3 amended to read:

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1 (7) at the Director’s option, two (2) members from the

2 general public. At all times, the total number of members shall be

3 an odd number.

4 (c) Quorum shall constitute at least four (4) members of the

5 Commission.

6 (1) A member of the Commission, if physically unable to

7 attend a meeting or hearing, may appear and participate in a meeting or

8 hearing via telephone conference or video teleconference or video

9 livestreaming in accordance with 5 OCA § 43122 and the

10 accompanying rules and regulations adopted pursuant to the same;

11 provided, that all parties in the meeting or hearing are able to adequately

12 hear and communicate with such member. All relevant documents shall

13 be transmitted to all members of the Commission at least twenty-four

(7J 14 (24) hours prior to a hearing via telephone conference or video

15 teleconference or video livestreaming.

16 (2) Meetings and hearings shall be electronically recorded in

17 audio ft le or audio and video file format if conducted by video

18 teleconference or video livestream; but, notwithstanding any other

19 provision of law, rule, or regulation, they need not be stenographically

20 recorded. All audio and video files shall be properly stored within the

21 office of the Commission to ensure safekeeping and availability to the

5 Section 4. A new § 9 143(d) is hereby added to Chapter 9, Title 22, Guam

6 Code Annotated, to read:

7 “(d) Disposition of Civil Penalties. Fines collected by the Department

8 under the provisions of this Chapter shall be deposited in the special find,

9 pursuant to this Section; and, notwithstanding Subsection (b) of this Section,

10 may be accessed by the Director to be used exclusively for the operation of

11 the Workers’ Compensation Commission. The Director of the Department

Q 14 Section 5. Effective Date. This Act shall be effective upon enactment.

15 Section 6. Severability. If any provision of this Act or its application to any

16 person or circumstance is found to be invalid or contrary to law, such invalidity shall

17 not affect other provisions or applications of this Act that can be given effect without

18 the invalid provision or application, and to this end the provisions of this Act are
